Community & School Pro�le
Emeryville is a 1.2 square mile, bustling urban city in the heart of the San Francisco Area, wedged between 
Berkeley, Oakland, and the Bay. Not unlike most Bay Area cities, the population of 9,000 residents and 
workforce of 25,000 daily commuters is divided culturally, ethnically, economically, and geographically. 

Emery Uniýed School District (EUSD) had a total enrollment of 815 students during the 2007-08 school year. 
The district is made up of two schools, Anna Yates Elementary (K-6) and Emery Secondary School (7-12). 
80% of Emery Uniýedôs students live in poverty and 13% are English learners. Couple our demographics 
with the recent crisis of bankruptcy and state takeover of EUSD, we are a community with deep challenges 
and an exciting opportunity.

Emery schools have made remarkable academic growth, 
noted repeatedly as the highest of the 18 districts in 
Alameda County as measured by the increase in the 
state Academic Performance Index, which has shot 
up 68 points, the largest improvement in test scores of 
any district in Alameda County. Emery has developed 
academic intervention courses, after school and summer 
opportunities, and a rich variety of visual and performing 
arts.

During the 2007-08 school year, 383 7th-12th grade 
students were enrolled at Emery Secondary School, with 
classes arranged on a traditional schedule. Student body 
demographics are shown in the chart.

Discipline & Climate for Learning
Emery Secondary School believes that meaningful learning must occur in a safe, disciplined, and positive 
environment. Students at Emery Secondary are guided by speciýc rules and classroom expectations that 
promote respect, cooperation, courtesy, and acceptance of others.

The goal of Emery Secondary Schoolôs discipline program is to provide students with opportunities to learn 
self-discipline through a system of consistent rewards and consequences for their behavior. Parents and 
students are informed of discipline policies at the beginning of each school year through the Student and 
Parent Handbook. The school sends out monthly news letters. If students are having attendance problems, 
discipline issues, or their grades start slipping additional parent meetings are scheduled.

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The suspensions and expulsions table illustrates total cases for the school 
and district at all grade levels, as well as the percentage of total enrollment 
(number of suspensions divided by total enrollment).

Recognition Programs
A well-developed student recognition program contributes to the positive 
environment at Emery Secondary School. The program includes Academic 
Rallies in which students receive social and academic rewards, Sports 
Award Banquets, and the Honor Roll. Students may earn ñPositive 
Referralsò from staff members that are turned-in for free items at the 
student store. Every year Emery Secondary School holds a Senior Awards 
Night to celebrate exemplary achievement for students about to graduate.

School Enrollment and A�endance
Regular attendance and punctuality are necessary parts of the learning 
process and are critical to academic success. In addition, school 
districts receive ýnancial support from the state for the education of 
the students they serve based on how many students attend each day. 
Attendance, tardy, and truancy policies are clearly stated, consistently 
enforced, and consequences fairly administered. Parents are advised of 
their responsibilities including notiýcation of when and why students are 
absent.

Regular daily attendance is a priority at Emery Secondary School. 
Absence reports are regularly reviewed by the schoolôs secretary. Parents 
are advised of absences through live phone calls, automated phone calls, 
and letters. Those students who continue to exhibit excessive absences 
are directed to the appropriate authorities including the School Attendance 
Review Board.

Dropout & Graduation Rates
Emery Secondary believes that effective instruction consists of the 
continuous building of new concepts upon existing ones and requires 
regular attendance and participation. In hopes of preventing and reducing 
dropouts, the school offers the Target Assist Academy to offer afterschool 
tutoring to struggling students.

Class Size
Emery Secondary School maintained a school-wide average class size of 
20.7 students and a pupil-to-teacher ratio of 15.2:1 for the 2007-08 school 
year. The chart shows average class size by grade level, as well as the 
number of classes offered in reference to their enrollment.

Parent & Community Involvement
Emery Secondary School realizes the positive correlation between parent 
involvement and successful students. For this reason, Emery Secondary 
continually searches for avenues to involve parents and community to 
participate in the education of our students.

Emery Secondary School is committed to encouraging a strong parent-staff 
bond. This mutual involvement will help to promote the social, emotional 
and academic growth of the students. The entire staff is available to lend 
guidance, answer questions and provide assistance whenever the need 
arises.

Emery Secondary is convinced that much of its success is the product 
of parent volunteers who take an active role in their childrenôs education.

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Instructional Materials
Emery Uniýed School District held a public hearing on September 19th, 
2007, and determined that each school within the district had sufýcient and 
good quality textbooks, instructional materials, or science lab equipment 
pursuant to the settlement of Williams vs. the State of California. All 
students, including English learners, are given their own individual 
standards-aligned textbooks or instructional materials, or both, in core 
subjects for use in the classroom and to take home. Textbooks and 
supplementary materials are adopted according to a cycle developed by 
the California Department of Education, making the textbooks used in the 
school the most current available. Materials approved for use by the State 
are reviewed by all teachers and a recommendation is made to the School 
Board by a selection committee composed of teachers and administrators. 
All recommended materials are available for parent examination at the 
district ofýce prior to adoption. The table displays information about the 
quality, currency, and availability of the standards-aligned textbooks and 
other instructional materials used at the school.

Library Information
The schoolôs library, staffed by a full-time Librarian, provides an extensive 
variety of reference and special interest materials, in addition to hundreds 
of educational and recreational books. Students visit the library as needed 
with their classes and are encouraged to visit before and after school. Six 
computer workstations within the library are connected to the Internet so 
students are able to access resources and information online.

Science Lab Equipment
The school stocks an adequate supply of equipment for its students. 
Inventory includes, but is not limited to: microscopes, slides, ring stands, 
clamps, support rings, utility clamps, test tubes, test tube holders and 
brushes, tongs, þasks, beakers, and Bunsen burners. For more information, 
please call the school ofýce.

Computer Resources
All classrooms have at least 2 computers that are connected to the 
Internet. Emery Secondary also has a computer lab with 33 computers. 
The computer lab is staffed by the full-time Computer Teacher. Computer 
skills and concepts are integrated throughout standard curriculum which 
helps to prepare students for technological growth and other opportunities. 
Students have been trained in the Microsoft Ofýce Suite.

Additional Internet Access/Public Libraries
For additional research materials and Internet availability, students are 
encouraged to visit the Alemeda County Public Libraries which contain 
numerous computer workstations. More information can be found at www.

Counseling & Support Sta�
It is the goal of Emery Secondary to assist students in their social and 
personal development as well as academics. The school gives special 
attention to students who experience achievement problems, difýculty 
coping with personal and family problems, trouble with decision making, 
or handling peer pressure. The counselor to pupil ratio is 1:191. The table 
lists the support service personnel available at Emery Secondary. 

Emery Secondary provides additional services for students with special 
needs, as identiýed by an Individualized Education Plan (IEP). Special Day 
Classes (SDC) are available for students with mild to moderate learning 
disabilities and severe handicapping conditions. Emotionally disturbed 
students are provided a counseling-enriched class. 

For students whose primary language is not English or have limited 
English proýciency, Emery Secondary School offers programs to prepare 
those students to meet the stateôs academic content and performance 
standards. Students are identiýed as English Learners through the 
California English Language Development Test (CELDT). Once identiýed 
as English Language Learners (ELL) students are assigned to appropriately 
credentialed teachers and provided instruction through level-based English 
Language Development (ELD) classes.

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California Standards Test
The California Standards Test (CST), a component of the STAR Program, is administered to all students in the spring to assess student performance 
in relation to the State Content Standards. Student scores are reported as performance levels: Advanced (exceeds state standards), Proýcient (meets 
standards), Basic (approaching standards), Below Basic (below standards), and Far Below Basic (well below standards). The combined percentage of 
students scoring at the Proýcient and Advanced levels in English/Language Arts, Math, Social Science, Science, for the most recent three-year period, is 
shown. Summative scores are not available for Math (grades 8-11), Science (available for grades 5 and 8 only), and grade 9 Social Science. For results 
on course speciýc tests, please see http://star.cde.ca.gov.

Federal Intervention Program
Schools and districts receiving Federal Title I funding enter Program Improvement 
(PI) if they do not make AYP for two consecutive years in the same content 
area (English/Language Arts or Mathematics) or on the same indicator (API or 
graduation rate). After entering PI, schools and districts advance to the next level 
of intervention with each additional year that they do not make AYP.

Academic Performance Index
The Academic Performance Index (API) is a score on a scale of 200 to 
1,000 that annually measures the academic performance and progress of 
individual schools in California. The state has set 800 as the API score that 
schools should strive to meet.

Statewide Rank: Schools receiving an API Base score are ranked in ten 
categories of equal size (deciles) from 1 (lowest) to 10 (highest), according 
to type of school (elementary, middle, or high school).

Similar Schools Rank: Schools also receive a ranking that compares that 
school to 100 other schools with similar demographic characteristics. Each 
set of 100 schools is ranked by API score from 1 (lowest) to 10 (highest) to 
indicate how well the school performed compared to similar schools.

No Child Left Behind (NCLB) is a federal law enacted in January 2002 that reauthorized the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA). It 
mandates that all students (including students who are economically disadvantaged, are from racial or ethnic minority groups, have disabilities, or have 
limited English proýciency) in all grades meet the state academic achievement standards for Mathematics and English/Language Arts by 2014. Schools 
must demonstrate ñAdequate Yearly Progressò (AYP) toward achieving that goal. The Federal NCLB Act requires that all schools and districts meet the 
following Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) requirements:

Å Participation rate on the stateôs standards-based assessments 
in English/Language Arts (ELA) and Mathematics.

Å Percent proýcient on the stateôs standards-based assessments 
in ELA and Mathematics.

Å API as an additional indicator.
Å Graduation rate (for secondary schools).

There are several consequences for schools that do not meet the 
AYP standards, including additional tutoring and replacing of staff. 
Students would also be allowed to transfer to schools (within their 
district) that have met their AYP, and the former school would be 
required to provide the transportation to the new site. Results of 
school and district performance are displayed in the chart.

Physical Fitness
In the spring of each year, Emery Secondary is required by the state to administer a physical ýtness test to all students in grades seven and nine. The 
physical ýtness test measures each studentôs ability to perform ýtness tasks in six major areas: Aerobic Capacity, Body Composition, Trunk Extension 
Strength, Abdominal Strength, Upper Body Strength, and Flexibility. Students who either meet or exceed the standards in all six ýtness areas are 
considered to be physically ýt or in the ñhealthy ýtness zoneò (HFZ). During the 2007-08 school year, 0% of the schoolôs seventh and ninth grade 
students either met or exceeded state ýtness standards.

California High School Exit Exam (CAHSEE)
The California High School Exit Exam is primarily used as a graduation requirement in California, but the results of this exam are also used to determine 
Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) for high schools, as required by the Federal No Child Left Behind (NCLB) law. The CAHSEE has an English language-
arts section and a math section and, for purposes of calculating AYP, three performance levels were set: Advanced, Proýcient, and Not Proýcient. The 
score a student must achieve to be considered Proýcient is different than the passing score for the graduation requirement. The ýrst table displays the 
percent of students achieving at the Proýcient or Advanced level for the past three years. The second table displays the percent of students, by group, 
achieving at each performance level in English language-arts and math separately for the most recent testing period.

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Completion of High School Graduation Requirements
Beginning with the graduating class of 2006, students in California public 
schools must pass both the English-language arts and mathematics 
portions of the California High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE) to 
receive a high school diploma. For students who began the 2007-08 school 
year in the 12th grade, the table displays by student group the percent who 
met all state and local graduation requirements for grade 12 completion, 
including having passed both portions of the CAHSEE or received a local 
waiver or state exemption.

Career Technical Education (CTE) Programs

Education Programs.

College Entrance Info
California high school students have two options for attending public 
universities in the State: Universities of California (UC), or California State 
Universities (CSU). There are 10 UC campuses statewide, and 23 CSU 
schools. A college preparatory high school program includes a minimum of 
the following courses, referred to as the ñA-G requirements.ò

A: Two years of history/social science
B: Four years of English
C: Three years of college preparatory mathematics (Four recommended 

for UC)
D: Two years of laboratory science (Three recommended for UC)
E: Two years of a single language other than English (Three 

recommended for UC)
F: One year of visual/performing arts
G: One year of a college preparatory elective in one of the above 

subjects

All courses must be completed with a grade of ñCò or better. The minimum 
GPA required for admission to a UC is 3.0, and 2.0 for the CSU system.

UC/CSU Course Completion
Students at Emery Secondary are encouraged to take University of 
California/California State University (UC/CSU) preparatory courses if they 
plan to attend a four-year university. All students must pass each course 
with a grade no lower than a óCô.

Advanced Placement Classes
Emery Secondary encourages students to continue their education past 
high school. Emery Secondary offers Advanced Placement (AP) courses 
for those students seeking to qualify for college credit. Juniors and seniors 
achieving a score of three, four, or ýve on the ýnal AP exams qualify for 
college credit at most of the nationôs colleges.

Teacher Assignment
Emery Uniýed School District recruits and employs the most qualiýed 
credentialed teachers. For the 2007-08 school year, Emery Secondary 
had 26 fully credentialed teachers who met all credential requirements in 
accordance with State of California guidelines.

Teacher misassignments reþect the number of placements within a school 
for which the certiýcated employee in the teaching or services position 
(including positions that involve teaching English Learners) does not hold 
a legally recognized certiýcate or credential. Teacher vacancies reþect the 
number of positions to which a single designated certiýcated employee 
has not been assigned at the beginning of the year for an entire year.

Highly Quali�ed Teachers
The Federal No Child Left Behind Act requires that all teachers in core 
subject areas meet certain requirements in order to be considered 
as ñHighly Qualiýedò no later than the end of the 2006-07 school year. 
Minimum qualiýcations include: possession of a Bachelorôs Degree, 
possession of an appropriate California teaching credential, and 
demonstrated competence in core academic subjects.
